Who can paddle?  The tour is open to the public, the fees for non BCU members are higher to cover insurance costs. Bring your BCU card.

Competence Suitable for novices under the guidance of experienced paddlers. But remember it is a challenge to paddle 9 miles. In the event of the marshals believing you are not able to complete the tour safely you may be withdrawn and your fees will not be refunded.

Sweepers Sweepers will follow the tour to ensure everyone has arrived safely. Do not leave the river bank or you may be missed.

Equipment Canoes and kayaks must be in good, safe condition. Buoyancy aids and helmets must be worn. (A condition of the canoe trail due to a riverbank walker receiving a head injury from a golf ball)

Conduct Respect the environment, landowners and other river users.  Read and respect the code of conduct in the canoe trail guide given out at the start and or follow the link below. Keep out of the way of racers.

Health The river contains germs and viruses. Cover any cuts etc. Practice hygiene and wash your hands etc. See the guide.
