Richard Waring

Founder and President
St Helens Townships Family History Society

Richard now a sprightly octogenarian having been born
in January 1927, was christened Richard after his
grandfather Richard Waring who was Mayor of St Helens
in that year. He was educated at Allanson Street

and Parr Central Schools leaving at the age of 14 ‘
to start work as an apprentice blacksmith. iy
He enlisted in the army in February 1944 and served until 1952, this experience fostered
his interest in military history, a subject in which he has considerable knowledge, which
has been of great benefit to our group

After leaving the Army, Richard worked as a blacksmith in BICC Prescot and Pilkington
Glass Works, until retirement in 1985

Richard married Eileen in 1952 they have, one daughter Susan, two Granddaughters and
three Great Grand children

Richard became interested in tracing his family tree in the mid 1950s, before the days of
computers and the internet. At that time there was no family history library in St Helens.
Most of the relevant records were kept at the Lancashire Records Office in Preston; this
consisted of just 2 rooms in a building conveniently located close to Preston Station,
Richard made many trips there. To search the census returns meant a trip to London in
those days. Using these facilities Richard researched the families of six of his Great
Grand Parents and has produced an extensive family tree.

After retirement Richard started helping people who live outside the Borough of St
Helens to trace their family roots in this area. Richard is now deeply involved in
transcribing local Church records.

With formation of the St Helens Townships Family History Society in April 2007 the
membership could think of no better tribute to our father figure than to appoint him
Founder and Life President.

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Funding Application — 2 successful grant awards

WHEN we became independent of the Liverpool & South West Lancs. Family History Society, we were
given advice from the C.V.S to approach St Helens Council for help in setting up our "new group".

Part of the St Helens Council Strategic Grants Programme is managed by the Community Empowerment
Network. (C.E.N.).

AS our support for “Working Together for St Helens” we joined this organisation. Applications were
made for two possible £500 grants. The CEN grants committee accepted our first application for sup-
port of the general activities we do for the benefit of the St Helens community, namely the workshops
and meetings in the Library and the meetings at the Town Hall.

THE Society's involvement in the National scheme to transcribe all local Births, Mar-
riages and Deaths Indexes, is still ongoing.

THE transcription of the indexes for our local area has been progressing very well and
to date 220,000 Birth Indexes, covering the years 1837 to 1935 for St Helens have
been completed. Work is in progress on the years 1837 to 1969 for Rainford plus
Newton le Willows 1837 to 1912 which also covers Haydock.

The OU is the university you attend in your spare bedroom and which doesn’t require any en-
try qualifications other than keenness. Most people choose courses which eventually lead to a degree.
But the OU also offers short courses which last just three months and can be taken as a ‘one off. One
of them is ‘Start Writing Family History’. | took it last year and it was great - a real eye opener and

great fun.

It isn’t about how to search for information but about how to interpret it when we’ve found it
and how to write it up. There are five sections: first, the point of doing family history and the differ-
ences between family history and genealogy; next, censuses and registers: why, how and who created
them, and how to use them to put our own information in context. The remaining sections cover dia-
ries, other personal written information, family photographs and family stories. | enjoyed the photo-
graphs most because | learned about the strict conventions which different types of photographers in-
cluding the ones on Blackpool prom, followed to create a particular impression and about why people

had their photos taken.

The course is all on-line, (including sixty different sorts of photos), supplemented by an audio
CD and case studies of real families. There are two assignments — the second a project of your own
choosing. | was able to use my own FH information for it. You have a tutor at the end of the phone
and email and an optional ‘online conference’ with other students. Cost was £145 - a combined XMAS
and birthday present from my three children which lasted a bit longer than the single hour of last
