Endpoint

At a service in Derby Cathedral last week marking the start of the life of a newly electedDerby
Diocesan Synod, the Bishop of Derby referred to “testing times” and the need for “new ways of
working”,

Natascha Engel MP and Patrick McLoughlin MP also addressed the Synod during an afternoon
session as representatives from all over Derbyshire gathered. Revd Andy Broom was licensed a
Director of Mission and Ministry for the Diocese and will now be responsible for co-ordinating
much of the diocesan outward facing and training initiatives.

“We meet as a new synod in testing times,” said Dr Redfern. “A lot of organizations are collapsing
around us and we are called as a Diocese to ensure that our resources work together. We ar
looking to a more “open office way of working from now on.”

He added: “Our task is to work as a team and to overcome doubt, which we find in many of our
communities. It is our task and our commission.”

The newly elected Synod discussed finance, held several elections and, in the afternoon, heard th
views of two local MP’ s who also took part in a discussion with members.

Natascha Engel, MP for North East Derbyshire, referred to ‘the privilege of all of us inour jobs
(in politics and church) of helping individual people and making local, small changes to people's
lives.” She also underlined the “‘importance of representing the unrepresented and non-represented
of looking after those who ‘are under the radar, who don't vote, have no bus service, whose
children don't go to school, who don't collect their benefits or get health-care”.

Meanwhile, Patrick McLoughlin, MP  for West Derbyshire , said that “both church members and
politicians travel in the same direction - helping people to get the best services they can and to
give maximum to communities.” He added: “We may feel marginalised at times but society
would miss us if we were not there before reminding Synod members that “what we need from
the church is moral leadership”.

World Day of Remembrance for Road Crash Victims

Today is World Day of Remembrance for Road Traffic Victims, an appropriate

acknowledgement for victims of road traffic crashes and their families.

Worldwide, almost 4,000 people are killed and many hundreds of thousands injuredevery dayon
the road. The website www.roadpeace.org has much helpful support for victims of road crashes

and has a “Book of Memorials” to remember those killed.

Remembrance Day Service
The reading at the service from Matthew's Gospel (ch5,v1) started with “Seeing the crowds,
Jesus went up into the mountain . . . . and opened his mouth and taught them saying . . .
Revd Adrian Smith emphasised that the original meaning of the phrase “opened his mouth”
meant it was not just the words that came out, which were important, but the whole body was
involved. The words came also “from the heart”. The atmosphere and singing of the whole
Remembrance service seemed to “come from the heart”.

Our thanks go to Revd Adrian Smith for such a meaningful service, to Brian Taylor for
reading the names, to Steve Greenhough for laying the wreath on behalf of the Parish Council
and to Rita Sayers who, each year, places a cross of Remembrance on each of the seven war
graves in the churchyard (two from WWL1 and 5 from WWW2).

Prisons Week - 15-21 November

Prisons Week starts today as an annual event enabling Christians to focus on and pray for
prisoners, their families, victims of crime, statutory and voluntary agencies and the many
people who are involved in caring for prisoners. It began as a Roman Catholic initiative by
Bishop Victor Guazzelli, but quickly gained widespread support and became an ecumenical
observance, receiving the patronage of the Archbishop of Canterbury, the Archbishop of
Westminster and the Moderator of the Free Churches group. This year the theme for Prison's
Week (15-21 November) is Hold Fast to Hope, (Hebrews 10: 19-25)
