6. Vacancies

i)
As a result of Mr Hillier’s resignation there is a vacancy for a Councillor, which will now be advertised – agreed unanimously. 

ii)
As a result of Mr Newbury’s resignation there is a vacancy for a caretaker. After discussions it was agreed to advertise the position at £60.00 per calendar month of 10 hours. The Clerk was asked to place an advertisement locally and to draft job description and contract. Proposed Mr Davies, seconded Miss Goldsmith.

7. Clerk’s Report:

Caretaker – The keys for the litter bins in the playground are with the Clerk.

The Dipping Place – Letters to Mr Withers (at London and Nunney plus copies of March letter) and the Occupier of 8 Church Street – no response at date.

3 Market Place. – The builders have commenced remedial work. 

iv)
Sculpture Park – No news from the artists; the Clerk has again spoken to Mr d’Arby – he no longer has time to be involved. It was agreed to delete this item from future Agendas.

Horn Street – Somerset Highways have no plans to resurface this road and it will not be done this season (April to July); the Clerk has asked for it to go on the “wish list” for 2007. Meanwhile, residents are free to make their own approaches to SCC.

Traffic Matters:

Speed Watch: Currently four volunteers, including Mr Mann; the Clerk has approached Trudoxhill, but they no longer have any volunteers. She has also approached Wanstrow (who were appealing for volunteers in the Parish magazine) and they have agreed that Nunney can join their training planned for 24-6-06; Clerk to advise the volunteers. 
Slow Down signs: SCC have some portable signs available, which can be requested on a temporary basis (Monday to Friday only), there is no charge.

Finance:

Inland Revenue – The Clerk has completed and submitted the annual return and P14s for the year ending 5-4-06.

VAT – Claim refund form for 2005-2006 forwarded to HMCE (£2,547.21).
Internal Audit – carried out by John Horsey on 22 May 2006 and the accounts approved.

x) Playground – The annual inspection by Playground Management will take place in June, date unknown; cost £60.00 plus VAT for up to 5 items, plus £3.00 (+VAT) per additional item. Playground brochures have been passed to Mr Mackenzie.

The Chairman confirmed that removal of the roots after the tree felling was proceeding and reminded the Council that a replanting plan will be required (for approval by MDC). Issues related to the burial ground in general to be carried forward to next meeting (Mr Bird).

Mr Davies advised that this was no longer relevant in the context of MDCs development plan; however, it was felt this would still be useful as a tool to aid grant requests. Mr Masters advised that he was making positive progress with the village website.
